WHY IS LEGAL RESEARCH IMPORTANT?

As a defence counsel, you will be faced with issues and problems, which may be
complex or relatively simple. But for each situation, you must have the ability to
address the issues and be sure of the answers to the questions of your clients. The
most important part of legal research is to assess what you are looking for, and where
to look for it.

Objectives of the Workshop on Legal Research is to orient you to:
v" know how to conduct effective legal research;
v' understand where to look and what to look for when researching a legal issue;
v assess what value to place on the information you have - how useful it is to
your case;
v’ cite and correlate the research to the issues at hand.

WHAT IS LEGAL METHOD?

Effective representation requires legal research, which, in turn, requires a method or
a pathway to undertake and proceed in one’s analysis. Legal Method is the study of
the ways to approach law and legal problems, in order to analyse a legal issue in
depth and effectively put forward an argument.

‘Legal method’ refers to the manner and approach of assessing

> the facts of a case

» theissues of a case

» their analysis

> the presentation of your case for argument

The IRAC Method

The ‘IRAC’ method is a short form for the term “Issue Rule Application Conclusion”.
This is used to approach any given legal problem and situation. While this is not the
only method that may be used, it is a good way for you to approach a legal problem.

The IRAC Method involves a step-by-step approach for legal research, and you can
evaluate each of the components of ‘IRAC’. These elements are as follows:

Issue means identification of the problem that is giving rise to a legal claim.
This means finding the root cause of the dispute. Here, you research the law
and rules applicable and identify the specific area or areas of law needed for
your enquiry.

Rule means the rule of law or rules that are applicable in this case.
Application is the stage at which you apply the issue to the rule and law, and
assess where you stand.

Conclusion is the stage you reach after the application stage, where you
determine the result of the application of the rule to the particular issue, and
come to a conclusion and argument regarding your case.

The use of the IRAC Method will have to be preceded by a Fact Analysis where you
make a clear assessment/analysis of the factual situation.

BEGINNING LEGAL RESEARCH: A STEP BY STEP APPROACH: THE IRAC
WAY

Here is a step-by-step approach to use the IRAC Method.
STEP 1: IDENTIFYING: WHAT IS TO BE IDENTIFIED

the correct facts

the correct questions

the correct issues

the law or laws applicable to the case

the materials that will help you in your enquiry

STEP 2: FACT ANALYSIS

This is a crucial stage — clarity in the facts of the case that are relevant to the dispute.
This is essential in formulating not only the issues at hand, but also in guiding the
next steps of research. When undertaking a factual analysis, you must follow a
methodical approach.

> Noting all factual details: One of the first steps that you need to take is to
note all the factual details in an in-depth manner.

» Segregation of Facts: It is also important to separate the relevant or material
facts from irrelevant facts in the case. Facts could also be segregated by
timeline, given facts and those based on observation and interviews, the
nature and seriousness of the charges, the parties involved, jurisdictions under
which they can be addressed, the consequences that follow.




» Talk to parties concerned: To assess the factual situation in a detailed manner,
you will need to talk to the parties concerned - client, friends and family
members of client, witnesses, others.

» Reading relevant documentation for evidence: You will also need to go
through the relevant documentation in the case, so that all your assertions are
backed by credible documents or evidence.

STEP 3: KNOWING THE MATERIAL SOURCES OF LAW: WHERE TO LOOK
AND HOW TO PROCEED

Material sources of law essentially means the origins where the relevant law that is
applicable may be found. One must learn how to first find these sources and also
how to use them. The two main material sources of law which are essential to
approach in order to analyse any legal issue before you, are —

» Primary Sources
» Secondary Sources

Primary Sources of Law
Primary sources of law are the first and most important source of the legal rule in
guestion. These sources include:

» Constitution: In coming to a decision, a court would need to first look at the
provisions of the Constitution and any interpretations of these provisions in
case law.

Statutes: Statutes are found in the Official Gazette of the Government of India,
in case they are central legislations

In case there is no constitutional provision that can be sourced, the two other
primary sources relied upon by the court are:

> Legislation: State legislations will be found in the State Gazette. Further, these
are usually also available on government websites. Books relating to a
particular area of law will usually also contain the legislation on the point in
its entirety, as a schedule or appendix at the end of the book.

» Common law: This refers to judgments decided by courts, and includes case
law or precedent.

Where to source Cases and Case Law?
Case Laws are found in Law Reporters.

Law Reporters

Law reporters are those publications that publish judgments of courts on a regular
basis. These are mostly decisions of the higher courts, such as some high court
decisions and Supreme Court decisions. The decisions of the lower courts are not




usually published by law reporters. There are a number of law reporters that are
available, and below is a list of the most widely used and easily available. These
should be available at a local law library or a lawyer’s chamber.

Supreme Court Reporter S.CR

All India Reporter, Supreme Court A.LR. (S.C)
Supreme Court Cases S.CC
Scale (Supreme Court judgments) Scale
Criminal Law Journal Cr.LJ

There are numerous reporters that are specific to each state. However, the All India
Reporter publishes volumes for the states, with judgments of the High Court
available. For example, A.l.R (A.P) refers to Andhra Pradesh High Court. Similarly,
A.LR (Gau.) refers to the Gauhati High Court. These are a valuable source of cases
decided by the various high courts of the country.

Secondary Sources of Law

Secondary sources include those sources that can be used in order to interpret and
analyze the primary sources of law. These sources will not only give you a
comprehensive picture regarding the legal issue at hand, but will also direct you
towards case law on the point, and analyse various cases and interpretations of an

issue. In a court, however, these may be relied upon to persuade the court, but are
not mandatory for the court to follow. They may also be used in conjunction with
mandatory authority, in order to advance an argument more forcefully.

They include:

Law digests
Law journals
Treatises
Books
Articles

Books, Treatises and Legal Dictionaries

There is a variety of books that can be referred to, when researching a particular legal
problem. Usually, you will need to go through a variety of books, commentaries and
different topics in order to find the information that will help you present a legal
argument.

There are standard textbooks that are available that will give you a broad overview
of the area of law that you need to study. These books will also refer to cases and
primary materials, which you should then look up.




Another source of information is the legal dictionary, such as Black’s Law Dictionary,
which will give you an idea of basic legal concepts relating to any area of law. These
will also refer to common law and statutes in English law, which will help in a better
understanding of the subject matter.

The usual citation style for books is as follows:

Name of Author(s) or editor(s), Title and subtitle of the book in italics, Exact page
referred to and in parentheses: Place of publication: publisher, volume, edition, date.

Journal Articles

There are a number of legal journals, in India and around the world, that publish
articles on specialized areas of law. Some journals publish on the basis of the subject
matter while others publish on a variety of areas. It is better to refer to articles from
journals, after reading books on the subject. Usually, journals are highly specific to a
particular topic or issue, and should be referred to once the background research and
information has been collected on the issues. The journals usually carry current
information and analytical debates on legal issues.

The usual method of citation of an article is as follows:

Name of Author, “Title of article”, Name of Journal, Year, Volume/lssue, page
number.

Significance of Material Sources:

The division of sources of law into primary and secondary also has an impact upon
the binding nature and value of the source of law to the court. There is a hierarchy in
the use of sources, with primary sources being relied upon first and secondary
sources being used only later.

» Importance of Primary Source: A primary source has mandatory or binding

authority, when deciding the outcome of a case. Hence, when searching for
authority on a point, it is important to find primary sources.
Importance of Secondary Source: In case you are unable to find a primary
source, then you must ascertain secondary sources on the point in question,
though this is not of mandatory authority. In such a case, it has persuasive
value to the court, which it may rely upon.

STEP 4: SEARCHING & USING THE SOURCES OF INFORMATION

There are two important places where you can find material and information for
your research:

» The Library (Offline)
» The Internet (Online)




Offline Library Research:

It is advisable to begin your research at a legal library. The Library is a source for the
following:

Books

Cases

Journals

Legislation

Legal dictionaries
Legal encyclopaedia

Steps of Offline Library Research

» Locate the index of books in the library catalogue: The catalogue may be
digitised and available online or physical organised with title of book, name of
author, year of publication and a library coding or accession number for
arrangement. Using this will help you locate which books will be relevant to
your case and relate to the areas of law that you need to research, as well as
the exact location of these books in the library.

Identify the books you require

Read and assimilate the information in the books
Refine your questions and the issues based on readings
Conduct more research for the right questions

Steps of Online Research:

Another means of collecting information is through the Internet. There are specific
archives that have been created to house legal information on legislation, as well as
case law and law journals and websites through which you can access these.

» Paid subscription based websites and archives
> Free websites and archives

Indian Kanoon: http://www.indiankanoon.org/Z : This is an archive and
search engine for latest judgments. It enables advanced searches by citation as
well.

Judgment Information System: http://www.judis.nic.in/ : This website
contains the cases that are decided by the Supreme Court of India. While you
may not find all the cases you are looking for, the more important cases are
available. Also, the most recent cases are available on this site.

STEP 5: APPLYING THE LAW: HOW TO READ CASE LAW & HOW TO USE IT

After identifying and researching your sources, you need to apply the law and rule to
the facts of your case. An important skill that you need to learn is how to read and
identify cases, and decide upon their relevance for your research. Case law is
essential to assess when examining a particular legal issue.

How to read a Case

In order to appreciate the value of a case decision and to use it for your case, it is
necessary to know:

» Stare Decisis and Precedent Value: the hierarchy of court which has issued
the decision

» Ratio Decidendi and Obiter Dictum: the conceptual elements behind the
importance of judgments.

Stare Decisis and Precedent Value

The doctrine of stare decisis can be defined as “to abide by, or adhere to, decided
cases”. This doctrine is used by a court, in order to decide cases in a consistent
manner, in keeping with its own previous decisions referred to as ‘precedents’.

In the common law system such as in India, a court cannot usually depart from
precedent and is bound by the doctrine of stare decisis.




Importance of Stare decisis or Precedent:

» Ensuring certainty in the application of the law: It should not be the case that

in a similar situation, with a similar fact scenario, the legal outcome of two
cases is totally different. This ensures that parties are reasonably certain of the
state of the law, and that similar cases do not keep appearing before the same
court for adjudication.
Establishing a co-relation between stare decisis and the hierarchy of the
courts: Essentially, a decision of a lower court cannot bind a higher court or
that of an equal court. On the other hand, when there is a decision of a higher
court that decides a particular issue or point of law, it is binding on lower
courts. For example, the decision of the Supreme Court of India on a particular
point of law will be binding on the other High Courts. However, when the
Rajasthan High Court makes a decision, this will not be binding on the
Supreme Court or another High Court. It may be used in order to make a
point or persuade the high court, but is not a mandatory authority on the legal
issue in question.

Ratio Decidendi and Obiter Dictum
Ratio decidendi essentially means:

» the reason for the decision or the principle that is used to determine the
decision.

» the reasoning that is used in the judgment that correlates the facts and the
law, and upon analysis determines the outcome of the dispute.

> It is also specific to the case before the court.

Obiter dicta means:

> a reference or discussion by the court but which is not directly related to the
case at hand

» itis not a determining factor in reaching a decision

» it is an observation and is not central to the decision or determination of the
dispute.

Significance of Ratio decidendi and Obiter dicta:

An important concept that is linked to the precedent value of the decision, as well as
the ratio decidendi of the case is distinguishing cases. When there is a dispute that is to
be determined by a court, it will assess precedents before it, in order to determine
whether those cases are applicable.

In such a situation, the court will look at the case being cited as precedent, and will
determine the ratio decidendi and obiter dicta of the case. In case it finds that the ratio
has been on the basis of different facts or situation, then that case is distinguished from
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the present case before the court. This means that the court will examine and
differentiate the former case from the present case, and will thus not have to follow
the prior decision.

In case the court is unable to distinguish the cases, it will be bound to follow the
decision of the higher court.

Distinguishing Obiter from Ratio decidendi:

In your research you must be able to separate the obiter from the ratio decidendi. These
are two significant and essential differences that need to be understood, as when you
read a case.

This is crucial, as when you place reliance upon a case to build an argument, it must
be upon the ratio of the case, and not remarks that are not crucial to the decision at
hand. While the obiter may be important nonetheless, it would not be of use in
determining the precedent value of the decision. The value of a case as precedent lies
in the ratio of the case, and this is what must be followed.

How to read a citation
Citation is the method by which you will find a case and refer to other cases.
For example, take the citation, 1997 A.l.R (S.C) 3011

The year of the case is provided and the words ‘SC’ refer to ‘Supreme Court’. ‘3011’
refers to the page number in the digest. Hence, you would look for the Supreme
Court digest of the All India Report, for the year 1997, and page 3011. This would
provide you the judgement of the case. Sometimes, there is a specific page of the
judgment that is being referred to. For example, you would like to draw attention to
page 3016 in this judgment. This would be cited as: 1997 A.I.R (SC) 3011 at 3016.

You must always refer to the original case, and not place reliance only upon the
interpretation of the case by the author of the article or book.

How to read highlights of the judgment: Headnotes

Apart from citation, the substance of the case is of utmost importance. Usually, most
law reporters will include what is known as “headnotes”. These are highlights of the
judgment and are a good reference to find out in short what the judgment deals with.

However, please remember that this just refers to the judgment, and is not a part of
the judgment itself. It is written by editors of the reporters and has at times been
found to be erroneous. It is a tool to help with research, and will refer to the original
paragraph of the judgment. So, while it is of use to refer to the headnote, you must
then refer to the original paragraph and text of the judgment.




STEP 6: PREPARING YOUR CONCLUSION AND ARGUMENT

In presenting your conclusion and argument, you must be able to demonstrate the
results of your fact analysis, analysis of identified legal issues, primary and
secondary sources researched, application of rule and law to the facts of your case;
and specific case laws used in defence of your argument and ask.

About the Gourse

This Legal Refresher Course on Pre-trial Justice will be conducted primarily
for legal aid advocates by the Prison Reforms Programme of the Commonwealth
Human Rights Initiative (CHRI), in collaboration with State Legal Services
Authority (SLSA), Rajasthan, the District Legal Services Authority (DLSA),
Jodhpur, in co-operation with Jodhpur Bar Association, Rajasthan High Court
Lawyers Association, and the International Bridges to Justice.

The course will help legal aid advocates to find solutions to unnecessary and long
detentions in police and judicial custody. Through a revisiting of constitutional
values and legal safeguards of writs and bail; re-familiarising with skills of
opposing unnecessary custody, argumentation, cross-examination, evidence-
building; reiterating the core principles of legal aid, ethics of the advocate'’s
profession and lawyer-client relationship, the course attempts to refine courtroom
practices towards reaching the high goal of rule of law.

By focusing on the short term and long term impacts of incarceration on the
prisoner, the Course will approach their constructive diagnosis with a focus on
due process treatment, strengthening legal aid services, and effective legal
interventions by advocates that are grounded in the organic link between police
reform, jail reform, legal aid reform and judicial reforms.

The Course will include Refresher Workshops on Cr.P.C, Workshops on Case
Analysis, Legal Strategies, Legal Aid & Pro-Bono Lawyering, New Developments
in Evidence, a Module on Law, Justice & Everything in Between; Rule of Law and
Reform of the Criminal Justice System and will use lectures and talks, exercises
and case studies, exposures to places of custody, synthesis workshops and
mentoring sessions to advance the knowledge and skills of the participants
towards furthering the goals of early access to counsel, effective representation
and access to justice for all.
